The property offers driveway parking to the 
front, with a welcoming entrance door 
opening into a central reception hall with 
staircase rising to the first floor and a 
guest cloakroom fitted with a 
contemporary suite comprising low-level 
WC and wash hand basin.

To the front, the dining room features an 
attractive bay window. Double sliding 
doors open through to the lounge, creating 
a flexible open-plan space ideal for 
modern family living. The lounge includes 
a period-style fireplace and patio doors 
providing direct access to the rear 
garden—perfect for opening up during the 
spring and summer months.

The heart of the home is the fabulous 
extended kitchen/breakfast room, 
thoughtfully designed with granite work 
surfaces, a central island with breakfast 
bar, and a part-vaulted ceiling with Velux 
roof lights allowing plenty of natural light. 
Integrated appliances include a fridge 
freezer, dishwasher, and range-style 
cooker. A distinct utility area provides 
additional practicality, while the adjoining 
study/TV room offers versatile space—
ideal as a snug, home office, or additional 
reception room.

Upstairs, the first-floor landing leads to four 
bedrooms, three of which are comfortable 
doubles. Bedroom two benefits from a range 
of fitted wardrobes, while the master suite 
enjoys an abundance of natural light from 
both a window and Velux roof window to the 
rear. It features sliding door wardrobes and a 
beautifully appointed ensuite, complete with 
a freestanding bath on chrome legs with 
shower handset, wash basin, and low-level 
WC.

The family bathroom is well-appointed with a 
good-sized bath, separate shower cubicle, 
low-level WC, vanity wash basin, and a 
stylish chrome pillar radiator.
