This three-bedroom, mid-terrace property was fully 

renovated in 2019. It offers well-maintained and 

beautifully presented accommodation throughout, 

ideal for owner-occupiers or buy-to-let investors.  

The property is situated in an elevated position on 

a non-through road, enjoying views over 

Pontypridd town centre, and lies within a short 

walk of the nearby train station.  

The accommodation briefly comprises: an entrance 

hall with laminate wood flooring and stairs rising to 

the first-floor accommodation.  

The open-plan living space is light and airy, with a 

window to the front enjoying views over the town 

centre, plus a glazed door, window, and skylight to 

the rear. Within the living area is a feature fireplace 

with black marble hearth and inset, with ornate 

surround and mantle. The lounge/dining area 

benefits from high-quality laminate wood flooring.  

The kitchen/breakfast room is fitted with a range of 

cream-coloured Shaker-style base, wall-mounted, 

and larder units, with butcher’s block-effect roll-top 

work surfaces extending to a breakfast bar. 

Integrated appliances include a double oven and 

four-ring gas hob with cooker hood over. There is 

space and plumbing for a fridge/freezer. The 

kitchen/breakfast room also has ceramic tiled 

flooring.  

Off the entrance hall, a useful utility/storage room 

provides additional space and plumbing for white 

goods, along with wall-mounted hanging space.  

The first-floor landing, with loft access point, leads to 

the bedroom accommodation.  

Bedroom one is a generously sized double bedroom 

with a window to the front aspect, enjoying views 

over the town.  

Bedroom two is also a comfortable double 

bedroom with a window to the rear, offering views 

over the garden and hillside beyond.  

Bedroom three is a single bedroom currently used 

as a home office. It has a window to the front, 

enjoying the same views as bedroom one, and a 

built-in over-stairs linen storage cupboard.  

The spacious family bathroom features a white 

four-piece suite comprising: a double shower 

cubicle with mains rainfall and handset shower, 

panel bath, low-level WC, and pedestal washbasin. 

The room benefits from full ceramic tiling to the 

walls and floor, and a chrome heated towel rail.  

Outside, to the rear of the property, is a paved 

courtyard with steps leading to a two-tiered patio 

area. This in turn leads to a steeply banked garden 

which borders common land.
