4 Walkhurst Road is a mid terrace, circa 1930s house, now offering scope for updating and possibly extending if so 

desired and subject to obtaining all relevant planning consents. The accommodation is arranged over two floors with 

features including the sitting room with feature fireplace (the existing wood burner not included) fitted shelving and 

cupboards alongside, useful under stairs cupboard, a pleasant outlook over the front garden and view to the rear 

through the open access to the conservatory, comprising UPVC double glazed windows and panels, on a dwarf brick 

wall, door to garden. The kitchen/breakfast room is simply fitted including space for upright gas cooker, space and 

plumbing for washing machine, aspect to front and half glazed panel door to the rear timber porch. The bathroom is 

fitted with a white suite and includes a panelled bath, part tiled surround with wall mounted electric Triton shower over. 

Arranged over the first floor are three bedrooms incorporating two double rooms and one single room. Bedroom one 

benefits from an en suite wc and enjoys an aspect to rear from the bedroom, extending out across the garden. 

Outside, from Walkhurst Road there is open access on to private parking for approximately two cars. A shared path with 

adjoining neighbour No.5 runs down to the front door. The front garden is laid to lawn with established shrubs and trees. 

The rear garden also is a fine feature, extending to approximately 140 ft partly divided into four areas all laid to lawn 

including kitchen garden area, established shrubs and trees include Silver birch, Japanese Maple, and Walnut, pergola 

with climbing roses, two timber sheds, all part bordered by low wooden fencing, adjoining fields to the rear.
