Available for the first time in nearly 40 years, this three-bedroom detached 

family home has been lovingly maintained and offers an excellent 

opportunity for its next owners to create a home of their own.  Situated in a 

popular and well-established area on the sought-after Southside of 

Bridgend Town Centre, the property is ideally located for highly regarded 

local schools, Bridgend Town Centre, and excellent transport links.  The 

accommodation includes a spacious lounge with box bay window leading 

through into a dining area, fitted kitchen, downstairs cloakroom, three 

bedrooms and a modernised family bathroom. The kitchen and bathroom 

were refitted approximately 15 years ago and remain well presented.  A 

particular feature of the property is the garage and outbuildings which are 

connected to the house via a rear passageway, the two additional 

utility/storage areas offer useful extra space and flexibility.  Externally, the 

property benefits from a generous rear garden, while the front garden 

provides ample off-road parking for multiple vehicles with potential to 

increase further if required.  Offered to the market with no ongoing chain, 

this property represents a rare opportunity to acquire a well-loved home in 

a highly desirable location.   

Ground Floor  The property is entered via a uPVC double-glazed entrance 

door to the side of the property, featuring a stained-glass panel, which 

opens into the entrance hall. The hall has fitted carpet, stairs leading to the 

first floor, and doors providing access to the lounge, kitchen and downstairs 

cloakroom.  The cloakroom benefits from a window to the side, WC, wall-

hung wash hand basin, radiator and a useful storage cupboard with clothing 

rail for coats. The fitted carpet continues through from the hallway.  The 

lounge is a spacious room positioned to the front of the property and 

features a box bay window allowing plenty of natural light. The room 

includes a gas fire with marble surround and fitted carpet, and an opening 

leading through to the dining room.  The dining room continues with fitted 

carpet and enjoys sliding patio doors opening onto the rear garden. A 

further door leads into the kitchen.  The kitchen is fitted with a range of 

base, wall and drawer units with complementary work surfaces and part 

tiled walls. Appliances include a single bowl stainless steel sink unit, 

integrated fridge, high-level double oven, four-burner gas hob with 

extractor fan above, and a matching breakfast bar with plinth heater. The 

kitchen has vinyl flooring, a window overlooking the rear garden, an under-

stairs pantry cupboard and a door leading into the rear porch.  The rear 

porch/passage provides access to the garden via a uPVC double-glazed door 

and also connects to the garage. Within this area is a useful storage/utility 

space with plumbing for a washing machine and power supply.  The garage 

is a single garage with roller shutter door to the front, window to the side 

and a door to the rear leading into an additional storage area. This storage 

space also has a window to the rear and power supply.      

First Floor  Stairs from the entrance hall lead to a carpeted landing with a 

window to the side and doors providing access to all three bedrooms and 

the family bathroom. A loft hatch with pull-down ladder gives access to the 

loft space, which is partially boarded, insulated and fitted with a light.  The 

main bedroom is a generous double room located to the front of the 

property and features a window to the front along with fitted mirrored 

sliding wardrobes providing ample hanging and storage space. The room is 

finished with fitted carpet.  Bedroom two is another spacious double 

bedroom positioned to the front of the property. It benefits from fitted 

carpet and built-in wardrobes offering hanging and storage space, with 

ample room for additional furniture.  Bedroom three is located at the rear 

of the property with a window overlooking the garden and fitted carpet. 

The room benefits from three large storage cupboards, one of which 

houses the Worcester combi boiler.  The family bathroom has been fully 

modernised and is fully tiled. It features a large walk-in shower cubicle with 

electric Triton shower, pull-down shower seat and glass shower screen. The 

suite also includes a combination vanity unit with WC and inset wash hand 

basin with storage cupboards below, tiled flooring, mirrored cabinet, 

heated chrome towel rail and a window to the rear.      

Outside  The property is approached via a concrete driveway providing off-

road parking for two to three vehicles, leading to a carport and garage.  The 

front garden is laid to lawn with mature shrub borders and hedging, with 

pathways leading around both sides of the property.  To the rear, there is a 

large patio area directly accessed from the dining room, ideal for outdoor 

seating and entertaining. The rear garden is mainly laid to lawn and 

enclosed by mature hedging, shrubs and some wooden fencing, providing a 

good degree of privacy.
