Coming to the market for the first time in over 60 years, Marsena 

is a charming 1930s detached bungalow set on a fantastic plot with 

generous front and rear gardens, a long gated driveway, detached 

garage with rear lane access, and an abundance of original 

character features. The rear garden enjoys a desirable south-facing 

aspect, while inside you’ll find tall ceilings, stained glass, wooden 

sash windows, picture rails, and high skirting boards — all 

contributing to its timeless appeal. Offering three good-sized 

bedrooms, two reception rooms, and significant potential for 

enhancement, this much-loved home is being sold with no onward 

chain, making it an ideal opportunity for those seeking a character 

property with room to develop.    

Entering through the front porch, laid with vinyl flooring, the space 

serves as a practical area for coats, shoes, and daily use. A 

beautiful stained-glass door opens into the main hallway, from 

which all three bedrooms, both reception rooms, and the 

bathroom are accessed. The lounge is an impressive and 

traditional reception room, carpeted and centred around a feature 

fireplace. A wooden sash window overlooks the front garden, 

allowing natural light to pour through and enhancing the cosy yet 

elegant feel of the room. High ceilings add to its sense of openness 

and period charm. The dining room is another generous reception 

space, also carpeted, with a large double-glazed window to the 

side that brightens the room.    

A doorway leads directly through to the kitchen, creating a 

sociable flow between the main living areas. Before reaching the 

kitchen, a door opens into a useful lean-to perfect for additional 

storage with access out to the garden. Adjacent to this is a 

substantial pantry, currently shelved and offering excellent storage 

or potential utility space. A large double-glazed window provides 

natural light and an archway leads into the kitchen. The kitchen is 

fitted with a matching range of base and high-level units with 

squared work surfaces. It features a stainless steel sink, space for a 

fridge freezer and cooker, and built-in storage cupboards set into 

the alcove alongside the boiler. A double-glazed side window 

allows natural light into the room.    

The main bedroom is a superbly sized double, laid with Vinyl 

flooring and featuring a large wooden sash window mirroring the 

style of the lounge. Its proportions offer excellent scope for larger 

furnishings. Bedroom Two is another generous double bedroom 

with vinyl flooring and a double-glazed window to the side. 

Bedroom Three is a well-sized single with a rear-facing double-

glazed window overlooking the south-facing garden. The bathroom 

comprises a three-piece suite including a panel bath, pedestal wash 

hand basin, and low-level WC. Half-tiled walls, an obscure glazed 

rear window, and a loft inspection point complete the space.    

Externally, the home enjoys superb outdoor areas. The front 

offers a long gated driveway providing ample off-road parking, 

along with a large front garden laid to lawn with mature shrubs for 

privacy. A verandah outside the entrance provides a pleasant 

seating area overlooking the garden. The rear garden is  fully 

enclosed, south-facing, and laid mainly to lawn with mature 

surroundings that enhance both privacy and tranquility. There is a 

generous area for outdoor seating, making it ideal for relaxation 

or entertaining. Gated side access leads to the driveway and the 

rear lane, where the detached garage is positioned. The garage 

benefits from an additional workshop or storage room with a 

separate external door back into the garden, providing excellent 

practical use.
