This well presented, charming bay fronted property offers a move in ready
home with a social kitchen diner, conservatory, ample off road parking, and
a wrap around garden complete with a powered summerhouse. The
detached garage has been thoughtfully partially converted into a workshop
or craft room with air conditioning, adding valuable flexibility to the home.
Offering both privacy and convenience, this is a fantastic opportunity in a

prime location.

The property is entered via a partly glazed composite door into a
welcoming entrance hall laid with Karndean flooring. Stairs rise to the first
floor landing, with doorways leading to the lounge, kitchen diner, and the
ground floor WC. The WC comprises a two piece suite including a low level
WC and vanity wash hand basin, complemented by an obscure glazed

window to the side.

The lounge is a generous reception space featuring a large bay fronted
double glazed window, filling the room with natural light. With carpeted

flooring and a warm, cosy atmosphere, it is an ideal space for relaxing.

The kitchen has been fitted with a matching range of base and eye level
units with squared worktops and sleek splashback tiles. It includes an
integral fridge freezer, integrated dishwasher, built in oven, electric hobs
with complementary extractor fan, and ample storage cupboards. A further
section of worktop and additional wall units increase practicality. The
layout provides excellent space for dining furniture, making it a highly
social kitchen diner, ideal for everyday living and entertaining. A double
glazed window overlooks the rear garden, with French doors opening into

the conservatory.

An archway leads through to the utility room, fitted with matching
worktops and wall units, with space for two appliances and a glazed door

to the side.

The conservatory is a versatile, good sized room constructed with low brick

walls and uPVC double glazing beneath a polycarbonate roof. French doors

open onto the garden, creating an easy flow between indoor and outdoor

spaces.

To the first floor, the landing is carpeted and features an obscure glazed
side window, loft inspection point, airing cupboard, and doorways to all

three bedrooms and the family bathroom.

The main bedroom is a great sized double, laid to carpet, with a double
glazed window to the front. It benefits from a built in wardrobe and an
additional fitted double wardrobe, with a doorway leading to the private
ensuite. The ensuite comprises a three piece suite including a low level WC,
pedestal wash hand basin, and corner shower with sliding panel doors, with

fully tiled walls in the wet areas and an obscure glazed front window.

Bedroom Two is another excellent double bedroom, laid to carpet, with
ample space for wardrobes and a rear facing double glazed window

overlooking the garden.

Bedroom Three is a well proportioned single with a light carpet and a rear

facing double glazed window.

The family bathroom includes a three piece suite with panel bath and handheld
shower, pedestal wash hand basin, and low level WC. Tiling is applied to the wet
areas, with an obscure glazed window to the side. To the front of the property this
detached family home benefits from a prominent corner position within a quiet

residential setting, offering kerb appeal and enhanced privacy.

The front garden is designed for low maintenance with decorative gravel and neat
planting beds, while a private driveway to the side provides ample off road parking
and leads to the detached garage, which is equipped with power. The rear of the
property features a fantastic wrap around garden, fully enclosed and thoughtfully
arranged with lawned sections, a large patio, decking areas, and a substantial
summerhouse with power ideal for a range of uses. A gated side access leads to
the driveway, and an external door enters the workshop created from part of the
garage conversion, complete with air conditioning, providing excellent potential
for a home office or craft room. Decorative gravel borders, raised planters, and

multiple seating areas allow the garden to be enjoyed throughout the day, offering

a balanced and low maintenance outdoor environment.
