This well presented two bedroom detached bungalow is 
nestled on a substantial plot in a quiet cul de sac 
location in the popular village of Cheddleton. The 
property has a generous driveway to the side offering 
ample off street parking and gardens to both the front 
and both side along with a detached brick garage.  
 
You're welcomed into this home via the hallway with 
storage cupboard off. The impressive 19ft living room is 
light and airy space with sliding doors opening to the 
patio, ideal for alfresco dining, entertaining and to 
enjoying the garden. A modern kitchen is situated off 
the living room having units to the base and eye level, 
four ring electric hob, electric oven, integral microwave 
stainless steel sink with drainer, plumbing for a washing 
machine and UPVC door to the front elevation.  
 
The modern shower room offers a shower enclosure, 
vanity wash hand basin and lower level WC. Two double 
bedrooms complete the bungalow with bedroom one 
having fitted wardrobes.  
 
Externally is a large enclosed garden mainly laid to lawn 
with a stone flagged patio area and provides access to 
the garage.
