Open-Plan Kitchen & Family Room  
A gorgeous open-plan space with a fitted dining kitchen, 
wood  effect flooring and full height windows and French 
doors to the garden. There is an extensive range of 
kitchen units in white gloss finish complimented by grey 
granite work-surfaces. The kitchen comes with the usual 
plumbing and power for appliances. The lounge area and 
WC leading off have been created by converting the 
garage. (The garage door remains on the facade to retain 
the architectural aesthetic of the development) 
 
Sitting Room  
With French doors out to the garden, a charming sitting 
room has solid wooden flooring, central heating radiator. 
 
WC  
A spacious WC/Cloakroom has a WC and wash hand 
basin and provides useful space for removing coats and 
shoes. 
 
Stairs & Landing  
Carpeted. A lovely wide landing has doors leading off to 
bedrooms and bathroom and airing cupboard that houses 
a recently installed Worcester Bosch central heating 
boiler. 
 
Master Bedroom  
A charming, bright room at the front of the property. 
Carpeted flooring. Central heating radiator. A very well 
designed short corridor creates a really useful dressing 
room/wardrobe space and leads to a very nicely appointed 
en-suite. 
 
En-suite  
A well appointed ensuite shower room has a vaulted 
ceiling with velux rooflight. Shower enclosure. WC and 
Sink. Heated towel rail. Tiled walls and floor. 
 
Bedroom 2  
To the rear of the house, a spacious double bedroom with 
2 velux roof lights, and window to the side elevation. Pale 
wood effect laminate flooring.

Family Bathroom  
Airy and bright, a well-appointed bathroom with inset 
bath, enclosed shower cubicle, and tiled flooring. A large 
opaque double-glazed window floods the room with 
natural light. 
 
Stairs & Landing  
Carpeted. Central heating radiator. Doors lead off to 
bedroom 3 and a spacious eaves storage cupboard. 
 
Bedroom 3  
A generous double room with triple glazed windows to 
the front elevation. Carpeted flooring. Central heating 
radiator. 
 
Outside  
The property has off-road car parking for two cars. To 
the side there is a lawned garden and patio. At a rear 
there a small potting shed for garden storage.

The property is sold on a freehold basis. Communal 
grounds, roads and security gates are maintained by 
First Port for which the property pays £560 per annum.  
Properties at Oakfield are subject to restrictive 
covenants to retain the architectural integrity of the 
development.
