Standing on a good sized level corner site the covered 

entrance porch area gives access to a good sized entrance 

hall which in turn provides access to the main 

accommodation. There is a good sized sitting room at the 

rear with lovely outlooks and access out via double doors 

to the rear gardens. There is a spacious kitchen breakfast 

room which has a door out to the gardens. In addition there 

are two good bedrooms and a good sized 

shower/bathroom. Outside, a garden at the front sets the 

bungalow back from the road as well as a short driveway 

which provides parking and access to the attached single 

garage. There is a pathway at the front of the bungalow 

The location… 
Countess Wear boasts a variety of 

characterful homes and enjoys a sought-

after location to the south-east of the city, 

midway between Exeter and Topsham. 

The property is situated just a short walk 

away from Topsham Road where you will 

find the nearest bus stop. The King 

George V playing fields are very nearby, 

as are walks alongside the beautiful 

River Exe to Topsham in one direction 

and Exeter Quay the other, perfect for a 

stroll / dog walk / bike ride. The area has 

a community hall and a local public 

house; The Tally Ho. There is also a 

petrol station and Beefeater restaurant at 

the Countess Wear roundabout, which 

connects up with links to the M5, A38, 

A380, A30 and A379. Exeter Golf & 

Country Club is just under a mile away. 

Royal Devon and Exeter hospital is less 

than 2 miles away, as is the Tesco Extra 

superstore and Sandy Park (the Exeter 

Chiefs ground and David Lloyds leisure 

centre). Topsham town centre is approx. 

2.5 miles distant.
