The location… 

Clyst Heath is  extremely well regarded and a stunning 

residential area, in a quiet part of Exeter with great local 

amenities and transport links. Originally built as a hospital 

in the 19th century, these ornate buildings were converted 

to residential accommodation in 1995, retaining the original 

facade and period features. The surrounding communal 

grounds are well maintained, with lawned gardens, neat 

hedgerows, and mature trees. The area is well appointed 

with Tesco Supermarket and Digby Retail Park less than a 

5 minute drive away, and Exeter City Centre just 15 

minutes by car. Digby and Sowton Train Station is within
