 Externally, the property offers a low maintenance town garden to the front of the property which is gravelled with dwarf walled 

There is an access pathway to the side of the property which is block paved and leads to the side courtyard via double 
timber gates. This area then opens out onto the south facing rear garden, which is gravelled for easy maintenance and has raised 

border planting and a timber summerhouse.
