Surrounded by open countryside on the fringes of 

the Erddig National Trust Estate, this rural cottage 

has plenty of character features and is just three 

miles from Wrexham city centre. Offered for sale 

with NO ONWARD CHAIN, the property also 

benefits from off-road parking and a garden to the 

front elevation combining a block paved patio with a 

lawned section. Internally the living accommodation 

briefly comprises an entrance hallway; dual aspect 

living room with beamed ceiling and an exposed 

brick feature chimney breast; kitchen; landing; main 

bedroom with built-in storage; further double 

bedroom and a bathroom with white suite and a 

sky-light.  EPC Rating - 40|E.

Location:  Located on the fringes of the Erddig 

National Trust Estate with excellent walks available 

through open countryside.  Wrexham city centre 

lies approximately three miles away and the A483 

by-pass is accessible within a few minutes’ drive.  

Schools and Shops available in the nearby villages 

of Rhostyllen and Marchwiel.
