This stunning property located on Pompian Brow provides excellent accommodation 

throughout with three bedrooms and a family bathroom to the first floor, a spacious 

living room with stone fire surround and log burning stone, a conservatory, separate 

dining room and a breakfast kitchen with an adjacent porch to the ground floor. The 

amenities continue externally with off-road parking for three cars on a flagged drive 

to the side, a detached garage with adjacent store, good-sized rear garden offering 

various spaces for al fresco dining and lounging and the obligatory summer house.  

The house is fully double glazed and has gas central heating with radiators to all 

rooms.  

 

    
 

Through the keyhole… 

 

Once you have opened the latched picket gate, a hardwood front entrance door opens 

into a surprisingly spacious lounge, with original beams to the ceiling and a feature 

stone fireplace with a log burning stove.  A window to the front reflects light through 

to the folding timbers doors which open into a conservatory to the rear, accessed over 

stained timber flooring. Recess downlights are fitted for evening light and traditional 

radiators provide extra warmth which can filter throughout the home via the open 

staircase to the first floor.  

 

The conservatory has two exposed brick walls and a Upvc windows to the rear, 

providing that extra space to sit and view the garden, or as a home office area. The 

timber flooring continues through here, enhancing the cottage feel. Located off from 

the lounge, the dining room is spacious and has a window to the front and side with a 

central pendant light, meter cupboard and a tongue and groove latch door opening into 

the breakfast kitchen. 

 

    
 

 



    
 

A room with a view 

 

The breakfast Wren kitchen was fitted in 2025 with extensive wall and base units in a 

cashmere grey finish, with wood countertops and splash tiling. There is a window to 

the side and a one and half bowl sink with swan neck mixer taps beneath the window 

to the rear overlooking the garden. The units incorporate an electric oven and hob, 

integrated fridge freezer, plumbing for an automatic washing machine and 

dishwasher. A breakfast seating area beneath the side window has a radiator below, 

the floor is tiled for convenience, and recess downlights illuminate the space between 

the beams.  

 

   
 

A part glazed latch door leads to the rear porch which is glazed to the side and rear 

and has a York stone flagged floor, part glazed stable door to the rear garden and 

tongue and groove ceiling with recess downlights- the ideal area for kicking off 

muddy boots and hanging coats.  

 

                               
 

 



Up the apples and pears… 

 

The landing is warmed by a radiator and provides access to the three double bedrooms 

and the family bathroom through painted latched doors.  

 

The master bedroom is situated to the rear and enjoys views over the garden and the 

open fields beyond. Fitted with tongue and groove wardrobes with glazed panels to 

one wall and again, recess downlights are located between the beams. 

 

              
 

Bedrooms two and three are both double rooms and located to the front of the 

property with exposed beams and spotlights. Bedroom two has a painted timber floor, 

whilst bedroom three is fitted with tongue and groove wardrobes with glazed inserts 

and a central dressing table.   

 

    
 

    
 

The family bathroom to the rear of the cottage with an opaque window has a tiled 

floor and tiling to splash areas.  Fitted with a four-piece suite to include a pedestal 

wash hand basin, panelled bath, low flush w.c. and a shower cubicle with power 

shower.  From this room, there is access to the partly boarded and insulated loft.  



 

    
 

 Roses around the door… 

 

An established wisteria to the front elevation, combined with roses around the front 

door, a painted picket fence and latch picket gate provide an attractive first 

impression, initiating the cottage feel straight away. 

 

To the side is a brick wall with a flagged driveway allowing parking for up to three 

cars and leads to the detached brick garage with up and over door, power and light.  

From the garage, an access door leads into the rear garden, or a latched gate from the 

driveway also gives access to the garden. 

 

    
 

    
 

The rear patio with seating area and built in barbeque extends to lawn with flower 

borders to one side and adjacent raised beds. The perfect retreat in the form of a 

painted summer house is located to one corner, which has power and light and looks 

over the garden to the rear of the house.
